Introduction

The channel bandwidth is the nominal RF bandwidth of the T-DAB channel, usually called a frequency block. The channelling plan is the frequency block distribution throughout Band III. For T‑DAB, the nominal channel bandwidth is 1.75 MHz. The channelling plan for T-DAB is a subdivision of the 7 MHz analogue television channel spacing for System B.

Proposal

EUR/7A11/1

For T-DAB, the channelling plan in Band III as given in Recommendation ITU-R BS.1660 “Technical Basis for planning of terrestrial digital sound broadcasting in the VHF band” should be inserted in the new digital Plan.

Reasons:
A unique channelling plan is frequency efficient.

The T-DAB system has been introduced in many European countries with this channelling plan.
